Cllr Newman reported on progress and the need for more applicants to specify the type of tree they wanted. A general discussion about location and suitability of individual plots and their specific allocation to individuals took place. The Clerk presented an Options report on future management and income control using Pay and Display equipment and a car park survey he had carried out on the 30 June. Cllrs expressed concern that other information indicated the numbers of car drivers not donating especially in the late afternoon and evening. It was resolved to continue with a light touch approach but to keep the issue under review. Councillors agreed to consider if appropriate additional signing to encourage public donations from car park users for the upkeep of the car park and the toilets which are almost exclusively provided for visitors. Action Clerk to review income and additional advisory signing over the next few months.   
228.     Footpath signing rear of Church WM 

The PC noted the extensive work carried out and the designs produced by Cllr Field and Cllr Newman to resolve the issue of stray pedestrians especially at the back of the church and from Weston Farm campsite walking across private land instead of keeping to the public footpaths. The number of signs needed to resolve the current problems was such that it needed input from DCC rights of way officers and to seek funding for the 6 posts and 15 finger post signs required. Action Clerk to approach DCC.

The Chairman read out a letter of thanks from the recently retired clerk Mrs. Jan Hardy for the gift vouchers she had received from the Parish Council.

The Clerk reported on forthcoming meetings  namely Purbeck Area Transport Group 6 July;   Action Clerk to attend ,PDC Community  Housing Group 11 July;  Action noted, Electoral Commission review meeting 13 July ; Action Chairman and Clerk to attend, PDC Purbeck Heritage Committee ; Action To Note

Councillors considered the reported noise nuisance caused by the weekend event at West Hill Farm Kingston on the 17 June. This was a repeat event from previous years and action was needed to control the nuisance reported to the PC. Action Clerk to contact PDC

The Chairman reported on issues raised by the Worth Village Hall Committee in respect of their recent fete. They had requested action to make the path edge on the Green safer for wheelchair and other pedestrians and that the Xmas tree holder to be straightened up. Action Clerk to review with PDC whether work on the Green requires special consents and Cllr Burden would review and make any necessary alterations to the tree holder.

Councillors considered in detail the findings of the Playground Safety report from an independent Inspector. This had been previously circulated as a full paper copy to all Cllrs. The Clerk reported that he had also sent the report to interested parties in respect of the HX playground namely the manufacturers and the HX Village Hall Management Committee who manage and insure that equipment for them to take any necessary action. In respect of West Burton Field he had approached DCC Highways for repair and maintenance of  playground signs. It was agreed to make appropriate repairs and maintenance of boundary fences. Action Cllr Burden to investigate and make any necessary minor maintenance and painting repairs to the fencing and equipment. Clerk to approach PlayDale the suppliers of the play equipment for a response to the report.
234. The Chairman reported that the Swanworth Quarry Open Day would be held on 16th July from 10 am to 4,00 pm .  
HIGHWAY MATTERS

The Clerk advised that he had contacted the DCC Highways local Parish Planned Maintenance Unit regarding the o/s maintenance issues in WM and awaited an acknowledgement. Cllr Lovell in his capacity as a County Councillor stated he would follow up the o/s highway issues for a response from DCC. Action Clerk to advise Cllr Lovell of o/s highway issues
PLANNING APPLICATIONS
236.
Planning Application 6/11/0198: Land to rear of Haycrafts Lane HX.  Use of Land for (a maximum at any one time) 30 Caravan Pitches During the Period 1st April to 15th October Each Year and the Installation of Toilet, Washing Facilities and Office.  The Clerk reported on circulated representations received previously and recently by the PC. These arose mainly following the Chairman’s recent letter in the Dubber. He confirmed that all representations had been sent or copied to PDC. The main additional representations involved the continuing local resident concerns about the traffic flow and impact of large vehicles such as caravan and camper vans on pedestrian and vehicle movement  in Haycrafts Lane Councillors wished additional signing to be investigated by DCC to discourage use of Haycrafts Lane. Action Clerk to contact DCC

TPO Old Farmhouse WM – 1 Sycamore. Crown reduce to previous reduction The PC had no objections

TPO decision 5 Flower Meadow HX – 1 Crown lift Oak by 2 metres – refused. Remove and /or reduction of tertiary branches only to create a 4 metre separation only between the first foliage of the canopy and the ground level  approved .

TPO Ballard Lea 1 Bower Close HX 1 Lime tree – 2 metre reduction 1 Lime tree 10% reduction I Leyland Cypress – fell or reduce (Cllr Bugler left the room for this discussion) The PC did not approve of any works to the Lime trees. Action Clerk to inform PDC

Nicholas Court WM Single storey rear extension. Cllrs reviewed the plans in detail and had no objections.

The application for St James Cottage WM Demolish existing and erect new garage has been approved by PDC

Briar Rose South Instow HX  Outline Planning application to erect two detached dwellings The PC objects to this application on the grounds of overdevelopment and overlooking of adjoining property. Action Clerk to inform Planning Inspector

Annual Audit


The Council agreed to approve and accept the annual return from BDO the external auditors for the Parish council accounts .The recommendations of the auditors had previously been circulated to all Councillors. It was agreed the long standing £1 rounding issue in the accounts will be written off in the 2011/12. Action Clerk to post Notice of Conclusion of Audit at WM and HX Notice Boards for 14 days 
PERIOD OF DISCUSSION AND INFORMATION

Councillors reported on the problems arising from the installation of height restriction bars at the Renscombe farm car park. Large vehicles are now parking on the road so that the residents of St Aldhelms Coastguard Cottages, delivery vehicles and farm vehicles are having problems with access. Action Clerk to contact Jenney Penney at DCC to report 
247
Reports had been received of a very recent major resurfacing of the informal mud track leading down to Chapmans Pool. A large number of deliveries of stone chippings had recently taken place to consolidate what now appeared as a surfaced roadway cutting through the SSSI. The PC was unaware of any approved proposals and resolved to pursue the matter with PDC Action Clerk to make formal report to PDC for planning enforcement investigation.

Councillors were concerned that the unapproved green netting fencing and ground work with significant impact on the approach to Worth had now been in place for nearly a year with no enforcement action from PDC. Action Clerk and Cllr Lovell to pursue enforcement issue with PDC

Cllr Bugler raised the ongoing issue of flyposting with numerous signs and over signing during event weeks in Purbeck. Some of these signs were not even collected up well after the event. The poor quality of some signs especially from the YF did exacerbate the problem. Action Clerk to contact event organisers to seek cooperation.

The Chairman reminded the meeting of her intention to stand down as previously notified with her last meeting being that of the 2nd August 2011. She would wish to remain as a Parish Councillor and continue to assist the new Chairman Action Councillors to agree a new Chairman
