There were no apologies for absence.
PUBLIC DISCUSSION
Councillor Gary Suttle, Leader of Purbeck District Council, attended the meeting specifically to address the Parish Council concerns regarding comments made by elected members of the Purbeck DC Planning Board at their meeting in July 2011. He set out how appropriate action had been taken to avoid any future re occurrence. He had been advised that the planning consultation process with the PC was sound and requested that the PC continue to keep sending in its observations. The Chairman on behalf of all Cllrs formally thanked Cllr Suttle for personally taking the time to come to the meeting and explain the actions taken to resolve this outstanding issue. 
Declaration of Interest 
There were no declarations.
There were 3 members of the public present.

The following points were raised in the public discussion;

 The WMPC article in the October ‘Dubber’ on the Group Oil Purchase scheme was raised and Cllr Meates explained the process she had initiated. It was necessary for discount to be achieved that deliveries took place to members of the group at the same time and the discount was dependent on the total volume purchased.

An explanation by the householder of the background to the requirement for his request for the retrospective planning approval listed in item 7) of the Agenda was given and it was agreed that this item could be brought forward on the Agenda and discussed. There were no objections to this proposal.

A discussion on the current situation on the sale of the Worth Tea Shop indicated that although planning consent may have been issued for a change of use to residential a sale to an applicant for commercial use as a tea room and restaurant facility was in progress. This potential outcome was welcomed by all Cllrs.
The Public Meeting closed at 7.48 pm.
MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
346
The Minutes of the Council meeting held on Tuesday 4 October 2011 had been circulated prior to the meeting. Cllr Meates proposed, seconded by Cllr Burden acceptance of the minutes and these were passed by all Councillors present as a true record. The minutes were signed by the Chairman.
MATTERS ARISING
347.
Councillor Vacancy

No expressions of interest had been received by the Clerk. . A member of the public present Mr Mike Hobson of Albany House in Worth put his name forward at the meeting for co option as a Cllr and this was agreed. Action Clerk to confirm the requirements with Mr Hobson for him to make the formal acceptance and to make the appointment.

Action Notes  WMPC meeting on the 4 October. The Clerk had circulated an update and this was noted. It was confirmed that Mr. Marsh be contacted to provide the second estimate for the Buddleia cut back in Begbie field. Cllr Meates agreed to contact him. The Clerk confirmed the ongoing discussions with DCC on the footpath signs rear of WM car park and Cllr Field confirmed that he had seen the sign contractor who had stated that the sign manufacture was in progress. A discussion on enforcement matters concluded with the Clerk being asked to discuss with DCC AOONB team the possibility of other enforcement powers to deal with visually intrusive green netting fencing less than 1 m in height. Action Cllrs Meates & Field & Clerk.

Begbie Field Community Orchard

Cllr Newman reported back that 44 tree options had been confirmed. The timeslot for planting was discussed and it was agreed the Autumn window had been missed. The need to ensure watering and protection of new trees meant that planting should be delayed to the end of February or when there was no prospect of ground frosts damaging the new trees.  Action  Cllr Newman & Clerk. 
350.
PTAG Meeting 5 October. The Clerk reported back on the high numbers of Parish and Town Councils represented at this meeting at Wareham Town Hall and updated the meeting on the discussions on the various transport issues. The Swanage Railway connection with Wareham was on course for the new signaling work in 2011 and a line reopening in 2013. Issues remained on funding for a level crossing by the Oil Fields at the Park and Ride at Norden. The 40 route extended half hourly service had been a success as had been the 4 times a day  X43 bus route from Swanage to Wareham and Weymouth passing along Valley road.

HXVHMC 25 October. The Clerk attends this meeting as an observer. He explained the nature of the WMPC Custodian Trustee status was as a last post freeholder of the facility but with no direct responsibility for the Committee which manages the hall. The PC has no direct input /need to agree/sign that Committees accounts.  A brief update on items discussed was made.
352.   DAPTC Meeting  6 October. The Clerk reported back on outline discussions of proposals raised at the meeting in respect or Gypsy and Traveller sites across Purbeck.  Cllr Meates reported back that PDC had advertised for possible sites in Purbeck including Worth and Langton Matravers for affordable housing as part of a strategic land review. PDC had asked for potential housing sites to be put forward by landowners. Sites which had however been subsequently assessed by PDC as either not possible for at least 10 years, not suitably located, or unsuitable as unrelated to a settlement boundary appear to have been re-designated by PDC as potentially suitable for consideration as sites for gypsies and travellers. The Clerk confirmed a meeting of Parish and Town Clerks with PDC Chief Executive on the 2 November at which this item was on the agenda. Action Clerk to report back. 
CORRESPONDENCE
353.
The Clerk gave an update that he had organised a working party for November and hoped to liaise with local volunteers to maintain the Withy Bed in Worth .Action Clerk. 
354 
It was agreed that Cllr Sandham would coordinate the details of Parish response to a nomination to PDC for of the volunteer of the year programme Action Cllr Sandham /Clerk 
 
355
 The Queens Jubilee in 2012 and the potential for beacons and other public celebrations was noted. It was agreed to review possible items at a future meeting. Action Clerk.
356
The programme of future meetings was noted. Cllr Meates updated the meeting on the PACT at Langton attended by 20 people.

 The WM meeting was at HXVH on 15 November and Tea and Coffee would be provided. The Clerk would attend to open, help set up, and close the Hall. A discussion was held on the previous Worth Home Watch scheme and Cllr Sandham outlined the difficulties caused by the lack of residents of Worth on e mail. There was an outstanding request for a Worth Village representative. It was agreed that without a comprehensive village wide e mail alert system it was not practicable to circulate by hand information especially that received from the Police Ringmaster scheme 
357
A letter from the Citizens Advice service requesting a donation was noted. The Clerk would check and report back on the 2010 donation made. Action Clerk.
358
 The Post Office relocation of a once weekly limited counter service at HXVH from Moonfleet garage was noted.
359
The request for a donation to the Worth Church organ renewal fund was noted and consideration deferred to a future meeting.
HIGHWAY MATTERS
360.
A report back was given on the meeting held with DCC Highways officers by Cllr Burden and the Clerk and the actions taken. The PC reiterated their concern for adequate and continuous white line edge of carriageway marking as so many local fogs / cloud cover occur on the access roads to Worth. The Clerk would continue to seek estimates from DCC for such o/s work so that the PC could consider whether or was practicable to give a contribution which would facilitate highway work DCC would not otherwise do as it was outside their maintenance intervention levels. Action Clerk. 
361
The request from a resident for 2 salt/grit bins on Haycrafts lane was considered and approved at a cost of approx £300. The Clerk would work with Langton Matravers PC for a combined order to gain advantage of any bulk purchase discounts. The location of a bagged salt facility at Downshay farm on Haycrafts Lane was noted and the facility for purchase of bagged salt from Swanworth Quarry who keep in stock this material for purchase at £6 a bag should be advertised in the Dubber. Cllr Field confirmed that the salt purchased for location at Weston farm by the PC was delivered and the higher cost was for the individually bagged facility .DCC was also supplying for secure storage a 1 Tonne bag of salt.  It was agreed that the bagged salt rather than a grit bin was the right facility for Worth.
Action Clerk to action and include information in the December ‘Dubber’ article.

The DCC Quarr farm Public Path extinguishment and re-creation order was welcomed by the PC to deal with the current less than satisfactory situation of the path wending through the centre of the farm and between farm buildings. The PC agreed the proposal with the requirement for better footpath signage to the east and north. Action Clerk to inform DCC.
PLANNING APPLICATIONS
363
PA 6/2011/0628 Retrospective consent for Stable, Windsong Newfoundland Close . As referred to in Section 344 the Parish Council had no objections 
 PA 6/201/0664 Erection of new detached dwelling and landscaping, Pond View, Worth. The PC noted objection letters to PDC copied to the PC and expressed concerns about the disrepair of the existing property which in their view should have been remedied before an application for use of its garden for a new dwelling was made. The PC considered that public posting of PA Notices was not adequate and that they should be more prominent at a place where they could be seen from a public place like the end of the road. The PC objected in principle to the garden grabbing element of the scheme as it reduced a visual public amenity in the centre of the village. In summary the PC objected to the proposals as set out above. The PC considered that the design proposals did not improve or enhance the character or appearance of the Worth Village conservation area. 
 PA 6/2011/0602 Single storey extension and new double garage Seascape Winspit Road.  The PC objected to the garage proposal due to concerns about the size and scale. A smaller scheme with materials sympathetic to the area may be more acceptable.
 The PC also requested PDC to ensure full before and after drawings of proposals were supplied by applicants without which it was difficult to properly assess applications in their local context.  Action Clerk to respond on the above to PDC
